Phrase
= group of words not including verbs

Clause
= group of words with a verb e.g. “looked like a nice day”

Sentence = It looks like a nice day, doesn’t it?

Future

I am giving a party 

= 
Planned already

I’m going to give a party 
= 
Intension

I five a party


= 
usual timetable events

I will give


= 
spontaneous decision / prediction based on information

Verbs 

· carries much of the “sense” in the clause or sentence

· indicate tense

· combine with prepositions to form idiomatic “phrasal verbs”

· describe actions

· describe conditions and hypotheses

· describe emotions / “state of being”

Prepositions

· place, time, conditions, “form bonds with other words”

· indicate syntactic relationship

· so many possible combinations

· idiomatic forms

· small and “Anglo-Saxon”

Phrasal Verbs

· verb + preposition, idiomatic ( 2 or more come together and form a new sense)

· informal 

· over 4000 combinations (we need 500)
